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Opening the Map Viewer 
To open the map viewer, click on the View Floodplain Map Viewer >> link from the main Watershed 
Management Program page and follow the directions to choose a watershed using one of two methods 
(by address search or by watershed name).  

  
 
Use the watershed search tool when you are not sure which watershed your property is located within. 
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Once you determine the watershed name, go back to the previous page and select it from the list. 
Watersheds available for viewing in the floodplain map viewer will be listed alphabetically by County. 
Scroll down to the appropriate county and click on the watershed name to proceed to the disclaimer page. 

 

Depending on which watershed was selected the page will display either a preliminary or final disclaimer 
below the watershed name. Read through the disclaimer, then click on the link at the bottom.  
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When you click to acknowledge the disclaimer the map viewer will launch and automatically zoom to the 
selected watershed (see example below).   

 

Turning Layers On and Off 

 

 
When the map viewer launches, certain layers 
will always be visible.  

• Watershed Boundaries (shown in red) 
• Basemap (default: imagery with roads) 

 
Additional layers can be turned on and off using 
the check boxes next to the layer names. 

• Parcels 
• Floodplains 
• DFIRM & FEMA data 

 
Note: when layer names are grayed out, you 
will need to zoom in on the map before the 
layers will be visible. (See examples below)
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Example 1: (Zoomed out) Layer names are grayed out and are not visible even though they are turned on. 

 
 
Example 2: (Zoomed in) Layer names are no longer grayed out and are now visible. 
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Searching by Address 
The upper right corner of the map viewer includes a Search by Address tool. Click inside the search window 
and begin typing your address. As you type in your address it will display a list of address matches. Once 
you see your address listed simply click on it and the map viewer will automatically zoom to the location 
and display a point at the general location.  

 

Click the [X] on the search result to close the pop-up. 
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Searching by Owner 
Use the Search by Owner tool (to the left of the Search by Address tool) to search by owner name. 

 

Select your County from the drop-down list and enter your name (LastName FirstName) then click Apply. 
It will display any matches in the results.   

  

 

 

Note: Do not include a comma with your name! 
Just add a single space between your Last Name 
and First Name.  
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Zooming and Panning 
    

Zoom – Zoom In/Out using the [+] and [-] buttons 
in the upper left corner of the map.  You can also 
use the center scroll wheel on your mouse if it is 
equipped with one. Click on the House symbol to 
zoom out to the full extent of the map. 

 

 

 

Pan – Click and drag your mouse around the 
screen to pan up/down and left/right. 

 

 

 

Identifying Features 
Click on the map to retrieve information about the visible layer(s).  Depending on the number of 
underlying layers the identify window may include multiple pages.  Click the arrow to flip between pages.     
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Layer Descriptions 
  

Watershed Boundaries – Watershed boundaries identifying the major study areas. 

Floodplain Boundaries – Revised floodplain information from the detailed watershed study.  Depending 
on the watershed the results will be either preliminary or final. Please refer to the watershed specific 
disclaimer (acknowledged prior to opening the map viewer) for details. New Development Areas identify 
areas where new development has occurred since the date of the topographic information.  Floodplains 
in these areas have not been updated.   

 

DFIRM and FEMA data – Current Effective FEMA Flood Zones.  

• 1% Annual Chance Flood Hazard represents the 100-year flood. 
• 0.2% Annual Chance Flood Hazard represents the 500-year flood.   
• Unshaded areas on the map represent Areas of Minimal Flood Hazard (Flood Zone X). 
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Selecting a Basemap 
Click on the Basemap Gallery tool to choose one of the available background maps from the Gallery.
